Adding a Video Clip to MOST/Blackboard
· First you will need to download the video clip you want on your site. 
· The process of loading a clip may be done from either the Control Panel or using Edit View.    We will use Edit View for this tutorial.
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You may have as many videos on MOST/Blackboard as you like. However, it is a good idea to keep the number of “Available” videos to a minimum. The more that you have “Available” the slower the uploading will be for your students.
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· Get to the MOST/Blackboard site you want the video clip uploaded to.

· Locate the button or folder you want the video clip placed in and select it.
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Choose Edit View from the upper right hand corner of the Blackboard screen.
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From the tool bar select Add Item.
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Enter a name for the video clip. 




· Select Add MPEG/AVI Content button from the Text box tool bar. 




· Use Browse to locate the video clip.

· Set Width and Height (300 x 300 works well). 
· Set AutoStart to NO. 
· Set Controls to FULL.
· Select Submit.
· You will get a receipt page, select Submit. 










· This will take you back to the Add Item page. 

· (Optional) Under #3, Options, choose Yes to Track Number of Views. 
· Select Submit. 

















· Another receipt page will appear, Select OK.

· Your video is now uploaded to your site and ready to be viewed.
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
